RUTH PATTERN DESCRIPTION

Ruff is a pair of straight-cut, semi-fitted shorts with front pleats at the
waistline and side seam pockets with flaps. The back is fitted with waist darts.
The waistband has a V-shaped overlap at the front and fastens with a hook
and bar on the inside. The shorts feature cuffs at the bottom and close with a
fly front zipper. The waistband and pocket flaps close with buttons and
buttonholes. The upper edge of the waistband sits at the natural waistline.
The waistband, upper section of the side seams, pleats and flaps feature
decorative topstitching. The garment is mid-thigh length.

SUGGESTED FABRIC

To sew the shorts, choose suiting fabrics with following properties:

- medium weight, soft, non-stretch, structured

+ the fiber content can include natural fibers (wool, cotton, linen, silk), artificial fibers (viscose),
blends (wool + silk, wool + polyester, cotton + viscose, etc.), and synthetics (polyester, polyester +
elastane)

- the following fabrics are recommended: denim, fine wale corduroy, cotton, linen

Attention! We do not recommend stretchy knit fabrics and lightweight sheer fabrics (chiffon, organza,
stretch lace).

2. Lining fabric, 140 cm (55") wide, for all sizes and heights — 0.31 m (3/8 yd)

IMPORTANT! When purchasing fabric, please account
for shrinkage and buy 5% more than required.

Lightweight fusible knit or woven interfacing, 140 cm (55") wide — 0.25 m (1/4 yd)

Stitched fusible stay tape, 1 cm (3/8") wide — 2 m (2 1/8 yd)

One 24 c¢cm (9 1/2") long zipper for all sizes and heights

Three buttons, 2-2.3 cm (3/4-7/8") in diameter

One metal bar

Matching thread — 5 spools (1 spool for the sewing machine + 4 spools for the overlocker)
Matching topstitching thread (for example, Madeira Ne35) — 1 spool
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To ensure a well-fitting garment, it's important to properly assemble it for the fitting, so pay
attention to the notches. First pin the pieces at the notches and then between them, making sure
the fabric is laying smoothly.

To baste the garment, use one of the following methods:

+ machine-stitch (4-5 mm stitch length)

* hand-baste (approximately 1 cm [3/8"] stitch length).

Important! If the needle leaves visible holes in the fabric (silk, chiffon, crepe de chine, etc.), we
recommend making a TOILE first in order to check the fit and evaluate possible issues. In this case,
there is no need for a fitting, except to check the lengths. We recommend testing on a scrap of
fabric first to see whether your material is prone to be marked by needles.

If one of the pieces ends up longer than the other after basting, do not rush to true them by
cutting off the excess or stretching the shorter piece. First make sure that the notches are properly
matched, lay the pieces on a flat surface and try to re-baste them together. If the pieces still don't
match in length because they have stretched or there has been a cutting mistake, you can always
true the pieces after the fitting, during the construction of the garment.

After assembling the garment, press it lightly and press the seam allowances either to one side
or open.

What to look for during fitting?

The left and the right sides of the garment should look the same.

Check the balance of the garment: the side seams should be vertical. Check the waistband and
hip volume of the garment, its length, crotch depth.

The fabric shouldn't be tightened and thus forming diagonal folds and wrinkles where the fly
opening is placed.

Verify the garment volume, there should be enough ease for a comfortable fit.

After the fitting, mark changes symmetrically to both sides of the garment; if needed, baste once
more for another fitting.

Pin, baste and machine-stitch the back darts
going from the wide end to the dart apex.
Pin, baste and machine-stitch the front pleats.
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
