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READ BEFORE CUTTING YOUR FABRICS
Before cutting into your beautiful fabrics, think about the direction of the

front pattern. If you would like the pattern to look like that of photo A,

place your pattern pieces right side up on your fabrics wrong side facing

you.

If you want it the other way round like some of the testers did (photo B),

place your pattern pieces right side up on your fabrics right side facing

you also, so that wrong sides are together.

Pattern pieces common to all the sizes are not repeated, so you can use

the same pattern piece for all the sizes. The pattern pieces affected are

pieces F, G and I respectively (check pages 1 - 3).

If you would like to cut out your rectangular pieces without a template, do

not print pages 15 - 19 of the pattern pieces. Measurements can be found

on the pattern pieces and/ or on the pattern labels page (page 7).

For small size, print from pages 1 to 3

For medium size, print from pages 4 to 8

For large size, print from pages 9 to 14
